INVESTIGATE YOUR CONTRACTOR BEFORE YOU SIGN!
Don’t rely on Extreme Makeover: Home Edition to come to your rescue!  
Follow these simple steps to make your remodel a success.

Do Your Research.  Choose carefully; you will trust this company with your
money and your home.  Here are some good places to start your search:

• Seek referrals from friends, family, neighbors, and co-workers. 
• Get recommendations from independent trade contractors, building materials suppliers, architects, engineers, home inspectors, and

local lenders. 

Investigate Your “Short List.”  Once you have identified some strong candidates, check their business record:
• Find out if they have an established place of business you can visit and real people who answer the phone during business hours.
• Call Consumer Affairs (516-571-2600 on Long Island) and the Better Business Bureau (on Long Island, www.newyork.bbb.org or 

212-533-6200) to find out if there are any unresolved complaints filed against the remodeler.
• Contact your state's contractor licensing agency (in New York State, you should contact your local Consumer Affairs office) and state 

and local building inspectors to verify that the remodeler has the appropriate license(s) and a clean record.
• Interview the contractor.  Don’t just think about your job, think about the company and find out about them.  Inquire about: insurance 

(and require proof); length of time in business; presence in the community; relationships with subcontractors and how they work together;
industry recognitions they have received; what experience they have with projects like yours; whether they belong to a trade organization;
if they carry a designation such as Certified Kitchen Designer (CKD) or Certified Remodelers (CR); and if they stand behind their work 
with guarantees and warrantees.    

• Ask the contractor for references of previous or present customers and interview them.   Ask: Would you hire this company again?  Did 
the remodeler maintain a neat work site? Did the crew show up on time? Were you pleased with their work style? Was your project 
completed on time and within the budget?  Was the remodeler easy to talk to and did he or she keep you informed as the job progressed? 

•  Get a clearly written contract, based on a set of plans and a specification.

Watch Out for These Warning Signs. Think twice about using the contractor if:
• You can't verify the remodeler's name, address, telephone number, or credentials. 
• The contractor claims to be endorsed by the Federal Housing Administration for the Title I home improvement loan program. More 

information on this type of deceptive advertising is available from the Department of Housing and Urban Development's web site 
(www.hud.gov/improvements/). 

• The contractor is not willing to offer references or the references provided were not happy with the contractor's work. 
• You are asked to pay for the entire job in advance. 
• The contractor will accept payment only in cash. 
• Their estimate is a lot lower than others you have received.  They may have a poor understanding of the project or its costs.
• They don’t listen to your needs, respond to inquiries or emphasize customer service. This problem won’t get better after you book a job.

If you sign a contract and have second thoughts, the Federal Trade Commission's "Cooling Off Rule" may apply if the contract was signed
somewhere besides the contractor's place of business (i.e., in your home). Under this law, you have up to 72 hours to cancel the agreement. 

The remodeler you hire will be part of your home life for several weeks or months, so it's important to make sure that your personalities work
well together.

Inside Alure’s Wild 12 Hour Makeover

Extreme Makeover: Home Edition, known for taking on huge remodels in only 5 days, had an
even crazier idea: renovate an entire New York City apartment in 12 hours on live television
for two FDNY firefighters.  And they found only one company with what it took to pull it off:
Alure Home Improvements.  

The apartment was in rough shape.  Sal Ferro, President of Alure, recalls, "It hadn't been
touched in the 80 years since it was built.

Doug’s production and management experience,
numerous sleepless nights and countless hours of
preparation and planning undoubtedly played a major
role in the smashing success of both Extreme
Makeovers.  We sat down with Doug to talk about his
new role at Alure.

Q: What are the key factors that have contributed to
Alure’s continued growth and success?
A: The ownership's ability to empower the employ-
ees.  If a new or previously unknown skill set is iden-
tified in an employee, ownership and management
makes every effort to challenge the employee and
give them every opportunity to apply that skill. This
results not only in superior performance, but it's a
great morale boost for employees to know their
efforts and results are both noticed and rewarded with
opportunity. Additionally, our loyal customer base and our employees’
dedication has definitely been a contributing factor to our growth.

Q: You manage and oversee a large production staff. What’s your secret to
effective management?

I don't microman-
age. The key is finding the right person for the job, assigning responsibility,
making sure they have all the necessary training, tools and resources to per-
form, and allowing them the opportunity to learn and grow with the company.

Within a
few months, we'll be moving from our current 11,000
square foot building and into a new 31,000 square
foot facility where we'll have our warehouse and
house about 65 employees.  Creating 65 offices with
a window to please every employee will be a heck of
a challenge! (Doug smiles.)

Q: What were you were thinking when you saw the
reaction of the Ali family when they saw their new
home for the first time?
A: At first, I was surprised by the overwhelming
reaction and excitement of Kuran, one of Lucy's 12
year old boys. He appeared to be the quiet and more
subdued of the two boys, and after seeing him
repeatedly jump in the air expressing his excitement,
I knew at that point that we had done a really special
thing for some really special people.

Q: How will your experience help you tackle the challenges of your new job?
A: I'm a systems and processes guy. Joe Paterno once said, "The will to win is
important, but the will to prepare is vital."  Before you can execute, you have
to have a solid plan, and that's where my strengths come in. Taking the time up
front to prepare, ensuring everyone knows what their responsiblities are, and
making sure everyone has all the resources they need to make it happen.
Making the right hiring decisions and finding the right people for the right job
is an important part of that preparation.
